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FAMILY PERSPECTIVE.  The stories of the Passion 
and Death of Jesus were the first part of each Gospel to be 
written.  They are the heart of what we believe about Jesus.  
At the Mount of Olives, Jesus tells his disciples, “All of 
you will have your faith shaken.”  How often do we 
question or doubt our faith in Jesus Christ?  After his death, 
a centurion says of Jesus, “Truly this man was the Son of 
God.”  What has inspired us to reaffirm and strengthen our 
faith as followers and believers in Jesus Christ, crucified, 
Jesus Christ risen from the dead?  
 

HOLY WEEK.  For us Christians of the Western Church, 
we begin today the holiest week of the year as we 
remember Christ’s triumphal entry into Jerusalem with the 
cries of “Hosanna to the Son of David” that would soon 
turn to cries of “Crucify Him!”  Each year, Easter, the Feast 
of the Resurrection, is celebrated on the first Sunday after 
the first full moon after the spring equinox.  This year, the 
first full moon of spring is on Sunday, March 28.  The 
Eastern Church follows another ancient tradition that the 
full moon must also be after the Jewish Feast of Passover, 
which is why Orthodox Christians many times celebrate 
Easter at a later date.  But the reality of Holy Week is the 
same for all Christians.  It is a time for true believers to 
unite themselves to the suffering of Christ, to remember his 
celebration of the Passover Meal with his disciples as he 
gives to them for the first time the gift of His Body and 
Blood, which is the food of the New Covenant to be done 
in his memory until he comes again.  It is a time to stand 
with Jesus before Pilate to receive the death sentence of 
crucifixion, the Innocent One who dies for the guilty.  We 
see him lifted up on the cross and, even in his agony, he 
still prays “Father forgive them”.  As his lifeless body rests 
in the tomb on Holy Saturday, his spirit enters the realm of 
the dead searching for our first parents Adam and Eve and 
inviting them, “Awake, sleeper, arise from the dead, for the 
light of Christ shines on you.” 
   We invite you to pray with us, to remember with us, the 
saving Passion, Death and Resurrection of Jesus our Lord 
who by his death has conquered death and lives as our life, 
our light and our hope.
